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Articles of Blount County Historical Association/Society

ARTICLE 1.
The name of this society is the Blount County Historical Society.

ARTICLE 2.

The purposes of this society are CULTURAL and EDUCATIONAL affording an agency for expression among those having common interest in, 

1st collecting and preserving information about the past phase of COMMUNITY Life in Blount County, Alabama

2nd Recording the history of the section of which Blount County, Alabama is a part.

ARTICLE 3.

The members of this society are those who have indicated a desire to participate in its Organization and whose names are recorded in the CHARTER list hereto attached.  Additional members may be elected when recommended by members and approved by Members present, no others shall be entitled to membership.

ARTICLE 4.

The OFFICERS OF THE SOCIETY SHALL BE: PRESIDENT, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Corresponding Secretary, Keeper of Records, City School Chairman, County School Chairman.

The duties of the above officers shall be those commonly pertaining to such officers in such societies, except as limited by these Articles.

The OFFICERS shall be elected at the annual meeting in October of even numbered years by MAJORITY vote of those present and shall serve for the next two successive years or until their successors are duly elected and qualified.

ARTICLE 5.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE of the society shall direct the affairs of the society, and it is composed of the OFFICERS and FOUR additional members elected at the same time, in the same manner and for the same term as officers.

Four members of the Executive Committee shall constitute a QUORUM for the transaction of business.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE shall be called for a meeting by the President or any THREE of its members, between annual (OCT) meetings.

The EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE may fill any vacancies in officers or among members.

ARTICLE 6.

Meetings of the members shall be held quarterly, January, April, July, and October of each year, at times and places designated by the President or majority of the Executive Committee.  The October meeting shall be the annual meeting.  Member shall be given at least three days notice by mail of any meeting.

ARTICLE 7.

The President shall have authority, with approval of the EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE, to appoint committees on, PROGRAMS, MEMBERSHIP, MONUMENTS, MARKERS, PILGRIMAGES or for any special purpose consistent with the purposes of the society.

ARTICLE 8.

Dues shall be $10.00 per year.  The fiscal year of this society shall be the same as the Calendar year.  The Executive Committee is authorized to accept donations and gifts for the furtherance of the purposes of this society.  Neither the Executive Committee nor any officer shall have authority to commit this society financially for a sum beyond its funds on hand available and unallocated.

ARTICLE 9.

These ARTICLES WERE ADOPTED AND RATIFIED AT A MEETING HELD THE FIRST DAY OF NOVEMBER, 1959, AND THE UNDERSIGNED AFFIXED THEIR SIGNATURES AS CHARTER MEMBERS OF BLOUNT COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY.
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
